Cultural Aspects of  

Street Gangs

AUDIENCE:  General - Anyone who is employed by 
or volunteers for a JPTP-eligible organization. 

PREREQUISITES:  None. 

DESCRIPTION:  All groups have a culture, even 
gangs. This culture is often unfamiliar to many youth 
work professionals. In addition, young people entering 
or leaving care lack knowledge of the consequences 
that may result because of gang affiliation. This 
workshop helps those who work with youth to 
recognize behaviors and cultural traits of criminal 
street gangs, while identifying young people that are 
at-risk of becoming involved in criminal behavior. The 
workshop informs participants about the current status 
of gang culture in Tulsa.  

Objectives: 
• Increase awareness of the "hybrid" criminal street 

gang culture. 
• Know and understand how the perpetuation of the 

criminal street gang culture contributes to non-
criminal misbehavior of youth in schools, public 
places, and in neighborhoods. 

• Learn about proper intervention strategies by 
recognizing at-risk behaviors. 

• Become aware of current prevention strategies 
used by the Tulsa Police Department. 

PRESENTER:  Van Ellis has been employed by the 
Tulsa Police Department for 19 years. During his 
tenure at the Tulsa Police Department, he has held 
assignments in uniform patrol, foot beat, street crimes, 
narcotics, planning and research, and the organized 
gang unit. Currently Sgt. Ellis is the supervisor of 
Tulsa Police Organized Gang Unit. This squad is 
assigned to a task force that was formed by the United 
States Attorneys Office. Sgt. Ellis is responsible for the 
daily activities, proactive investigations, and law 
enforcement response to criminal street gang related 
crimes in the Tulsa Metropolitan area. Specifically, the 
task force focuses on gang-related violent crime, illegal 
narcotics distribution, and criminal intelligence.  

 

Sgt. Ellis has testified during criminal trials in federal court 
in the Northern District of Oklahoma regarding criminal 
street gang behavior, and has also qualified as an expert 
witness in criminal street gang behavior in state court and 
in Tulsa County District Court. He received his bachelor of 
science degree from Oklahoma State University.
